The above
mentioned spinal cord segments will, even when isolated from the brain, responds to PVS.

In addition to ejaculatory dysfunction, the usually poor semen quality is another obstacle for SCI men who want to
father children. However, PVS combined with today’s reproductive techniques provide improved and
promising reproduction prospects to SCI men and their partners.
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Certain vibration parameters have been proven crucial to induce ejaculation by PVS in SCI men. With the adequate
vibration power PVS has been proven successful in more than 85% of SCI men with lesions above the T10 spinal
cord level.

FertiCare’ personal is registered with the FDA (Food and Drug Administration, USA) and has been CE marked according
to the required directives.
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Penile vibratory stimulation is actually not new. What is new is the determination of the vibration parameters required
to successfully induce ejaculation in the vast majority of SCI men. FertiCaré®personal, featuring adjustable

vibration parameters, is easily operated. The vibrator's ergonomic design combined with its light weight also
facilitates use for SCI men with impaired hand function.
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The easy to use adjustable amplitude control allows you to intensify Ferticare’s vibrations far

beyond any conventional vibrator available today. While most vibrators give you up to 0.25mm of
amplitude, Ferticare allows you to adjust from .5mm to 3.5mm of stimulating intensity!

Autonomic dysreflexia is a rapid increase in the blood pressure due to excessive activation of the autonomic nervous
system in men with lesions above the T9 spinal cord level and may be caused by various factors including PVS.
Autonomic dysreflexia is easily prevented in most cases by nifedipine (a calcium channel blocker)

10-20 mg, administered sublingually 10-15 minutes before vibration is initiated.
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
